Qualification

Junior age division wrestlers will be allowed the option of either qualifying for Junior Freestyle State by placing in the
top 4 at a Freestyle qualifying tournament or by pre-registering for the event.

Weigh-ins

challenge. Wrestlers may not leave the weigh-in area. Wrestlers must weigh-in wearing a competition singlet.

Pairing: A blind draw and the vertical pairing system will be used.

Skin Checks

Coaches Floor Pass

from 6:30 - 9:30 am on Saturday morning.
