In recent years both the ISWA and the IHSAA has suffered from a shortage of officials. The ISWA is 
committed toward a goal of recruiting and developing new and inexperienced officials. In an effort to 
further address these needs, beginning this year (2011-12), the ISWA is implementing a formal “Cadet 
Referee Program.” A process has been constructed to partner with experienced IHSAA Referees, 
ISWA Clubs, along with High School & College Coaches to identify and recruit current and recent 
wrestlers who may be interested in becoming referees. Our local tournaments are a great training ground 
for this endeavor and will be utilized as such.
